Amelanchier arborea, A. canadensis, A. laevis,
and A. x grandiflora Tree Form

Height: 15' to 30" (20" at age 30)
Width: 15' to 25' (15" at age 30)
Hardiness Zone: 3 to 8

Crown: irregularly ovate or globose, medi-
um fine texture

Foliage: 1" to 3", delicate, purplish green
when young, then green; turns
yellow, orange, and dull red in fall

Flowers: white, pendulous clusters in early
spring, before leaves emerge

Fruit: red to purple in summer, attractive
to birds

Description: There are closely related species of
Amelanchier, some of which hybridize in nature.

A. arborea, A. canadensis, A. laevis, or A. x gran-
diflora may appear in nursery catalogs. These are
small trees or large shrubs with medium growth rate.
Must be trained in the nursery to street tree form.
Ornamental gray bark is streaked with long fissures.
Native on upland moist sites in eastern and midwest-
ern North America.
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Advantages: These small trees with attractive bark,
flowers, fruit, and small leaves are quite versatile.
They are shade tolerant, but thrive also in full sun.

Limitations: Somewhat sensitive to drought, soil
compaction, salt, and air pollutants. Trees above 12"
caliper should be transplanted B&B. Recovers slow-
ly after transplanting. Requires little pruning after
lower branches have been removed for clearance.
Can be grown in containers in the shade.

Site and Culture: For street tree use, cultivars
selected for upright, straighter trunks are preferable

to seedling plants. Crown size varies from very n
narrow to quite broad. ‘ s¥ '
