Lane VELAYO presented the logo options that were produced by the graphic designer doing pro bono work for IUFC.  Jason Leitz asked for consensus in picking a design.  Changes asked for included a change to coniferous trees, and a less ‘indy-like’ skyline.  Katie BOOTH motioned to accept Logo 1.  Andrew HART seconded.  The motion unanimously carried.  It was agreed that following this acceptance by the board, additional comments would be solicited for and a final round of changes would be made.  The logo would then be sent back to the board via an email ballot for final approval.

Lane VELAYO presented the open board spot vacated by Paul Lindeman’s resignation.  The board agreed to leave this position unfilled until the new nominations/board term begins.
